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Snowshoe Trails  are typically packed by snowshoers. Most designated snowshoe trails can be skied on with adequate snow and appropriate skier ability.  “GOOD DOGS” on leashes are allowed on snowshoe trails.  Please sign your dog in and clean up after it. We reserve the right to ask you to remove your dog from the VIC property.
Boreal Life Trail is an approximately 1 mile loop with two access trails either from the gazebo or an intersection with the Jenkins Mountain Road.  The trail wanders through a forest of pine, spruce, fir, hemlock, cedar, tamarack and mixed hardwoods.  A significant feature of the trail is the 1600’ long boardwalk that allows visitors to explore life in a spruce swamp and bog.  Follow the yellow markers.
Jenkins Mountain Trail is a 4.5 mile (one way) trail with many route choice options.  You can choose to follow the Jenkins Mountain Road, which is also used by skate skiers. For a more sylvan experience follow the designated dark blue trail markers through a mixture of woods trails and long sections of an old logging road.  Noteworthy features include eskers, beaver ponds and 2514’ mountain summit.   
Black Pond Loop  is a 2.5 mile trail  accessed via either the Long Pond Connector or the Keese Mills Road trailhead.  The loop offers a variety of features including lean-tos, mixed forests, a fish barrier dam, varied mature forests and plentiful animal signs.   Follow the orange markers.

(All stated distances are approximate.)

Long Pond Connector is a 3/4 mile trail between The Jenkins Mountain Road and the Black Pond Loop along the west shore of Long Pond.  In places, the trail is narrow and side cut.  Follow the orange / black markers.

Skating Ski Trails are typically groomed 8 to 10’ wide with our quadra-tracked or snowmobile groomers.  Trails are packed and rolled as conditions permit. Skate trails can be used by non-skate skiers.  Please stay to the side of the trail on snowshoes or classic skis.

Easy street  is a 1 mile loop trail accessed off of the Logger’s Loop.  This will be the first skate trail groomed.  Follow the blue markers.
Loggers Loop is a 6 mile loop trail linking restored logging and skid trails.  Skiers will experience varied terrain, a few narrow spots and a hairpin turn thrown in for good measure.  Follow the green markers.

Fox Run is a half mile connector trail accessed via the Loggers Loop. Follow green/black.  
Skidder Trail cuts across the Silviculture area of the VIC. Explore varied hard and soft wood forests and plantation pines in different stages of succession and management. Follow black/blue. 
Please stay on marked trails.  Do not create new routes.  Do not go out onto ice.  Skis or snowshoes required. Report trail maintenance needs to VIC staff.  Follow the NYS Safety in Skiing code.  

Skijorers are welcome at the VIC on Sunday and Wednesday mornings.
Classic Ski Trails  are typically groomed 4’ wide with a snowmobile and grooming equipment.  Track is set when conditions permit.  Classic Ski trails are open to snowshoers.  Please avoid walking in set tracks. 
Woods and Waters Trail is a 3.0 mile ((one way) route that crosses through the varied habitats of the VIC property.  Cross the floating bridge, ski through open hardwoods and conifers past the radial plantation and through a dense balsam section to trail for the lean- to on Little Black Pond.  We plan to expand this trail next year. Follow red trail markers.

Heron Marsh Trail is a 3 mile loop that circles the marsh.  Features of interest include Shingle Mill Falls, the Lester family home site, several observation platforms, a 900’ boardwalk and open views that frame the landscape.  Follow orange markers.
Esker Trail is accessed off of the log landing on the Logger’s Loop.  The trail features a significant climb with switch backs and a series of enticing vistas. The 1.5 mile connector trail is in the center of the VIC property.  There are challenging up - and downhill grades on this recently logged terrain.  Please use caution!  Follow black/green markers. 
Bobcat Trail  is the connector route from The Paul Smith’s College campus.  The 1.25 mile trail can be accessed across the road from the Saunders gym complex.  Follow yellow dots.
